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2) This manufacturer is not a US company, and more importantly
does not have facilities located in the US.

Now any of these eager buyers, drawn in by advertised features and
unaware of design and manufacturing quality issues, is really in trouble.
An accident resulting from product design or defect is normally the
manufacturer's liability. What happens when there is no
manufacturer in the USA to serve the claim or lawsuit? If you
operate an inflatable made by a company with no US presence, you
very likely have accepted the manufacturer's legal responsibility.
Now you are totally liable for product quality even though you did not
design or manufacture the unit.

3) From an operating standpoint, you can only comply with our
industry standard of care (ASTM F-2374) by following the
manufacturers operating manual. Without documentation, how can
you comply? You can't. Insist on getting an owner's manual whenever
you purchase a unit, both new and resale.

4) Even if the maker resides in the US, make sure they have
product liability insurance. It is unlikely that any company in our
industry is self insured. Without product liability insurance,
amanufacturer may be unable to fulfill their financial responsibility,
possibly leaving that burden to the owner/operator. So, before buying
ask for evidence of insurance.

There are excellent manufacturers of high quality, industry-
compliant inflatables out there, and they too offer fantastic deals.
But, there are some potential disasters too. Choose wisely.
